Community Service

Community service is when you do something for someone else without the
intentions of getting a reward or money in return. It can be carried out by
simple acts such as helping someone carry groceries, to painting a wall at a
local building. This service should benefit someone other than yourself and it
should be done because you would like to help and not because you are
required to do so.

4-H has a history of promoting community service. Community service activities
have always been an important part of the 4-H experience. Every time a 4-H’er
says the 4-H pledge, they state that they will strive to use their head, heart,
hands, and health to improve their club, community, country, and world.
Community service teaches members social-responsibility, community
involvement, empathy, and respect for others.

What Are the Benefits of Community Service?

A 4-H member's involvement in service activities offers an excellent way for
youth to practice and enhance their leadership and social skills by working for
the common good of their community. Members' participation also helps to
build discipline, provides self-satisfaction, creates respect for others, and
promotes civic responsibility. Community service can also give the youth real
world experience in a variety of career fields.
