Award Criteria 

         
 
This scholarship will provide $1000.00 to a graduating senior who meets the following 
requirements: 
 

� The student must be in the upper one-third of the graduating class. 
 

� The student must exhibit positive characteristics of leadership, service, and character. 
 

� The student must plan to attend an accredited two year or four year college, university or 
technical school PURSUING A DEGREE IN AGRICULTURE. 

 
� The students should exhibit some financial need however, the scholarship is not based on 

need alone. 
 

� Equal payments will be made to the school, college or university by The Wilmington 
Savings Association, 184 N. South Street, Wilmington, OH 45177 on a quarterly (three 
payments) or semester (two payments) basis.  A tuition statement will need to be supplied 
to Wilmington Savings for each semester quarter. 

 
 

Selection Procedure 
 

 
� A committee appointed from the 4-H Committee Council will meet and review 

applications for the scholarship in relation to the requirements as outlined in the 
application form. 

 
� Time Line - Applications and recommendation form must be returned to the Extension 

Office by April 15 of the current year. 
 

� The committee will communicate to the Wilmington School Board or the County Board 
of Education the one applicant best meeting the requirements.
